What is Pupil Premium?
The Pupil Premium is additional funding given to schools so that they can support their disadvantaged pupils and close the attainment gap between them and their peers. The funding is to be spent on low-income families, looked after children and those from families in the armed forces.  At the moment the Government defines a low income family as one where a child qualifies for free school meals. (FSM). The allocation of funding is based on the school census data.
“Schools, Head teachers and teachers will decide how to use the Pupil Premium allocation, as they are best placed to assess what additional provision should be made for individual pupils.” Source Department of Education website.
What is the purpose of Pupil Premium? 

The Government believes that the pupil premium, which in addition to main school funding, is the best way to address the current underlying inequalities between children eligible for free school meals (FSM) and their wealthier peers by ensuring that funding to tackle disadvantage reaches the pupils who need it most. National research shows that children who have been eligible for Free School Meals (FSM) at any point in their school career have consistently lower educational attainment than those who have never been eligible. This money can be used for support and resources to directly support these children or indirectly through releasing time for staff to provide small group support.
